Requirements:  Youth must be a member of a Hamilton County 4-H Club or member of another 4-H club which has been invited. 
 

The purpose of the Science Fair is to encourage youth to actively explore science and to understand the scientific method and its purpose. 
 

Youth are required to complete a science experiment using the steps of the scientific method: 

State the problem in a question form. 

State your hypothesis. 

Design and conduct your experiment. 

Repeat. 

Analyze what happened for the results. 

Make conclusions. 
 

Youth will construct a display that explains their project including pictures.  Displays are encouraged to be tri-fold boards which will stand 
on table tops for judging.  Boards must include the following descriptions of the project: Abstract, Problem or Question, Hypothesis, Ma-
terials, Procedure, Data or Results, Conclusion.  Youth will need to try and make their experiment as clear as possible since they will not 
be present to explain the project to judges.  Pictures, graphs, tables, charts, and/or diagrams may be used to explain the project.   
 

Displaying the following on your science fair board will help to organize your experiment and make it clearer for judging: 

Abstract: A paragraph summarizing your experiment. 

Problem or Question: statement of problem in question form. 

Hypothesis: Your prediction of what will happen and your reasoning. 

Materials: a complete list of materials and equipment you used. 

Procedure: step-by-step explanation of how you tested. 

Data or Results: shows the information you collected by testing.  Includes graphs, tables, charts, diagrams, or photographs. 

Conclusion: Statements relating your data to your hypotheses to tell what you learned by your testing. 
 

Projects will be divided into categories based on age group: Cloverbuds (5-7), Juniors (8-10), Intermediates (11-13), Seniors (14-18). Please 
include name, club name, age as of September 1, 2008, and phone number on the back of your display board. 

Cloverbuds participating will not be judged but will receive a participation ribbon. 

Projects will be judged on appearance, thoroughness, and difficulty. 

Awards in each category will be Blue, Red, or White.
