Inside this issue:  

The 4-H/Tropicana Public Speaking Program began in 1969 in Manatee County, location of Tropicana's main office. Prior to 

1986 the program was conducted in the 4th, 5th, and 6th grades in eight Florida counties. In 2005 Hamilton County joined many  other 

counties all over the state of Florida participating in the 4 -H/Tropicana Public Speaking Program. During the past couple of mon ths, 

approximately 400 students of Hamilton County participated in this program. In addition, countless volunteers helped students  and 

approximately 25 teachers served as 4 -H Public Speaking Project leaders by setting aside part of 

their classroom time to help students research, organize, practice, critique, and present speeches.  

  This yearõs county competition was held on May 7th , 2009 at North Hamilton 

Elementary School and coordinated by Mrs. Beth Burnam. Fourth graders and fifth and sixth 

graders from SHE, CHE, NHE, and CCA competed to decide the county winner for each level.  

Mrs. Wetherington -Zamora provided a welcome to students and other visitors. Mrs. Burnam gave 

a review of the rules and then youth began speaking.  Judges were Damon Deas, Greg Godwin, 

and Barbara Klepper.  Youth spoke on a number of different things including chess, golf carts, 

Abraham Lincoln, heritage, the perfect school 

and how to improve their school.  Judges tallied 

the scores and presentation of awards were 

made by Mrs. Wetherington -Zamora and 

Heather Futch, Hamilton County 4 -H/FCS 

Agent. Awards were followed with closing re-

marks from Mrs. Wetherington Zamora and a reception of the winners.   

 Fourth grade county winners were 1 st Place Callie Adams NHE, 2 nd Place 

Tonyrian Strickland CHE, 3 rd Place Connor Waller CCA, and Honorable Mention 

Taylor Lee SHE. Fifth and sixth grade county winners were 1 st Place Javier Gonzalez 

SHE, 2 nd Place Cassidy Byrd NHE, 3 rd Place Maisia Daniels CHE, and Honorable 

Mention Seth Ragans CCA.  All winners received plaques provided by Tropicana.
