The Marine/Aquatic Photo Contest is held in conjunction with the 4-H State Ma-

rine Ecology Event. Selected and/or winning photos may be used in future 4-H 

and/or Sea Grant publications such as curriculum, project books, fact sheets, bro-

chures, web sites, etc. Credit to the 4-H member will be given if his/her photo is 

selected and permission to use their photo in a publication has been granted. For 

this reason we would like to keep the categories simple and ask that photos re-

main "untouched" or unaltered as much as possible. Instead, the photos will be 

judged on composition, exposure/lighting, and sharpness or clarity. Plus, the pho-

tos need to tell us something about what we are looking at, grab our attention and/

or be aesthetically pleasing to view.

Photography Contest Rules 

There are 5 categories.  Youth may enter underwater 

and/or above water photos in any of the categories.  All 

photos must relate to habitats with water and can in-

clude photos of animals found in both marine and 

freshwater environments.  Categories: Marine Habi-

tats, Marine Life, People and the Marine/Aquatic 

World, Aquatic Habitats, Aquatic Life. For more infor-

mation on categories, contact Ms. Heather at the 4-H 

office. Photographs may be in black and white or in 

color. Any photo entered must have been taken in Flor-

ida and within the last year.  Cloverbuds may submit 

photos but cannot officially compete.  Photos must be 

mounted on a mat or foam core material only. Photos 

may measure up to 12”X14” but not larger.  A photo 

information and certification statement form must be 

affixed to the back of each photo and may be obtained 

from Ms. Heather.  A photo negative or copy of the 

digital file must also be included with the photo.
